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Dear Reef Gate West Homeowner,

The Board wanted to send a reminder to our membership concerning our Reef Gate rules on Dogs in our community and is outlined below:  
 

.... if you lease you unit, all pet rules will apply to your tenant and you as homeowner will be responsible they adher to those rules.

· Only the pet of a homeowner is permitted in the complex

· Visiting Pets are not  permitted on the property

· Only one (1) pet is permitted per unit and may not exceed twenty-five (25) pounds

· A pet must be registered with the manager, and is required annually which must include a current phone and a veterinarian report that reflects the wight and immunization status of the pet

· A pet must be on a leash or in a pet container when outside its owner’s unit and is only allowed outside its residence except to come and go from the common area. Since the common area has no green area or runs for pets, its owner is required to leave the common area to walk a pet. In the event of an “accident” in the common area, the owner is required to clean it up

· If you lease your unit, all pet rules will apply to your tenant and you as a homeowner will be responsible that they adhere to all rules of the community

· Upon the first complaint of excessive noise, offensive odors, or aggressive and threatening behavior, the owner will receive a written notice to correct the problem. In the event of a second complaint, the owner will be required to appear before the Board to explain how the problem will be corrected. Upon further complaints, the owner will be advised to remove the pet from the property and will be subject to a fine of $25.00 per day until the pet is removed. 

· The Board is authorized to use the San Clemente or any other animal control agency or to pursue any other remedies available to insure the quiet enjoyment of other owner’s property.
